The vision and mission of creating a cultural district for the Ethiopian
Community as" Little Ethiopia Cultural District" was initiated after the Clark
County Board of Commissioners adopted the Clark County Cultural District
Designation policy in September of 2019 and ratified the policy in December
of 2019. As the policy sought to preserve, strengthen and promote its cultural
assets and diverse communities, so that individuals, families, businesses, non-
profit organizations such as Ethiopian Community Center of Las Vegas,
Nevada (ECC) community arts, places of worship and education institutions
can live, work and prosper within the County, The Ethiopian Community
Center initiated this noble concept soon after the Commissioners ratified the
designation and began its journey within the framework of the policy.
Unfortunately, due to COVID-19 and other mitigating circumstances, the
journey faced a roadblock for over two years which resulted in a time out until
ECC revived the vision in February of 2022 by creating a Little Ethiopia Project
subcommittee. Fast forwarding, the subcommittee in collaboration and
guidance from the Commissioners' Administrative staff was able to present its
application to the Clark County Town Board on April 25, 2023 for approval and
subsequently presented the application for final approval by the County
Board of Commissioners on May 16, 2023. The Little Ethiopia Cultural District
designation, first of its kind, was officially proclaimed by all commissioners on
June 20, 2023. As the Chair of the subcommittee, It gives me pride and
euphoric joy to celebrate this historic event on this day of October 24, 2023
with a heartfelt gratitude to the Clark County Board of Commissioners, Las
Vegas Metropolitan Police Department, Ethiopian Community Center and
other stakeholders for your unequivocal support. It also gives me pride to
have Ethiopia being the pioneer of cultural district designation in Clark County
for others to follow.
